Principles of organization

Structure
The basic structure of the EHN consists of:

- An Annual Meeting of all Members
- An Executive Board (EB)
- A Chairperson of the Executive Board

Finances
The annual fee is set by the Annual meeting (for 2012 : EUR 500)

The financial year begins at 15t January and ends at 315t December.

The costs, for example travel, accommodation etc., for EB members
have to be covered by their respective organizations.
